From: The Trustees of Endowment Fund Trust 2 

The trustees of the Trinity Endowment Fund Trust 2 met on March 21, 2018.  After review, we 

approved funding for three requests that have been made in the last several months. 

 A request by church council to pay for an environmental study to confirm that no 

hazardous material is present in the HVAC air handler for the Sanctuary. 

 A request by the church council to pay for design engineering for a new Sanctuary Air 

handler system in the sanctuary, in case the existing one fails.  Though it is still working 

now, the air handler is showing its age.  This effort will greatly speed up the replacement 

process if our air conditioner fails during the hot summer months. 

 A request by the Mutual Ministry Support Team to pay for continuing education for our 

pastors in 2018.  Continuing Education is part of the call agreement with our pastors, but is 

not included in our budget at this time. 

In the past the Endowment Fund Trust 2 has provided funding for many ministry ideas that 

our annual budget has not been able to support.  Fortunately, we have also been able to 

provide substantial support to the annual Financial Plan at times when giving simply was not 

adequate to meet our budgeted expenses.  New programs funded by the Trust include “The 

Story”, Financial Peace University, Holy Yoga classes, and assistance to local ministries such 

as Rushing Winds church, who provides relief to the homeless when Christ Kitchen was 

closed.   And we stand ready to do more. 

While the economy always seems to be a challenge for Trinity, there ARE pathways to 

funding for new ministries, and new ideas to further our mission in Christ.   Simply write 

down your special idea or need and submit it to the trustees.  We will do all we can to help 

you meet the guidelines for approval.
